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PHILOSOPHY OF EDUCATION 

 True education seeks to educate the whole child.  Thus, an education which seeks to instruct the mind 
only, and omits the eternal soul of the child, is not only seriously lacking, but is not a "true" education.  By 
birth and nature, all are sinful and are lost forever and cannot do anything to gain eternal salvation.  Our 
only hope is the joyful news of the Gospel, that Jesus Christ suffered, died, and rose again to pay the price 
for all people's sins.  This assures all people of the free gift of eternal life in heaven, and a richer, fuller life 
in His love here on earth.  This message is only believed and comprehended through the Holy Spirit 
working in the means of Grace: in the Bible and the Sacraments of Holy Baptism and the Lord’s Supper. 

 
 Our Lutheran elementary school seeks to work alongside families in bringing Christian education to 
children. As a school, we dare not take the place of the family; but instead, we assist and work with the 
parents or guardians in helping these students with their walk of faith. We must work together as a unique 
team in raising children.  
 As part of this team, we need you to be well versed in the operations, rules, and expectations of our 
school. While it may seem a bit long, please carefully read through this entire handbook. We have tried to 
be as complete as possible with this information. If there are any topics not covered in this handbook, you 
are encouraged to discuss them with the principal.   
 
 May the Lord give your child and you a blessed school year! 
 
Who We Are :  Grace Lutheran School is a ministry of Grace Ev. Lutheran Church, and we are a member of 
the Wisconsin Evangelical Lutheran Synod (WELS). You can find a detailing of what we believe at the web 
site, www.wels.net.  
 Our school was established over 80 years ago (1927) to offer a Christian education to our members’ 
children. We also strive to give the gospel message to others and include them with a Christ-centered 
education.  We teach that Jesus Christ, true God and true Man, was crucified and died to make full 
payment for our sins. Some of our basic beliefs as noted in our congregation’s constitution are as follows: 
 
·  We confess the divinely-inspired canonical books of the Bible as the only source and basis of our faith 

and doctrine.  Grace Evangelical Lutheran Congregation agrees to be guided in the interpretation of 
the Bible by the Book of Concord, 1580. 

 
·  we believe the Bible to be not only inspired but also infallible and error-free and " is useful for teaching, 

rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness " (2 Timothy 3:15-17).  
 
·  this congregation accepts and confesses the following Symbols and/or Statements of Faith of the 

Book of Concord of 1580 as true statements of Scriptural Doctrine: 
 The Apostles' Creed, The Nicene Creed, and The Athanasian Creed, as well as the original Book 

of Concord. 
 
·  This congregation accepts and confesses these symbolical books without reservation, not insofar as 

they are the Word of God, but because they are the presentation and explanation of the pure doctrine 
of the Word of God and summary of the Christian faith held by this Evangelical Lutheran Church. 

 
·  No doctrine shall be taught or tolerated in this congregation which is in anyway at variance with the 

Holy Scriptures and these Symbols. 
 
·  All controversies which may arise in this congregation shall be decided according to this article and in 

accordance to the Holy Scriptures.

The Purpose of Grace’S School is: 
to serve the church by nurturing the spiritual and educational needs  

of the children of Grace Ev. Lutheran Church and other WELS congregations, 
as well as actively reaching out to our community in general,  

 all in the light of the saving work of Jesus Christ.   
 
I. Making Disciples means: 

A. using the law to show a need for a Savior (Rom 3:22-23); 
B. teaching them “the one thing needful,” (Luke 10:42), the gospel of Jesus Christ; 
C. training them to be WELS Christians in word and deed (Eph. 4:11-12) by the Holy Spirit working (1 

Cor. 2:14) through the means of Grace (the Gospel in Word and Sacrament); and  
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D. beginning a lifelong process of spiritual growth in faith and life that we pray will continue throughout 
their lives. (1 Cor 3:1-2; 1 Pe. 2:2-3; Heb. 5:11-6:1). 

 
Romans 3:22-23 There is no difference, for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God. (NIV) 
Luke 10:42  but only one thing is needed. Mary has chosen what is better, and it will not be taken away from her." (NIV) 
Ephesians 4:11-12  It was he who gave some to be apostles, some to be prophets, some to be evangelists, and some to be pastors 

and teachers, to prepare God's people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up (NIV) 
1 Corinthians 2:14  The man without the Spirit does not accept the things that come from the Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to 

him, and he cannot understand them, because they are spiritually discerned. (NIV) 
1 Corinthians 3:1-2  Brothers, I could not address you as spiritual but as worldly -- mere infants in Christ. I gave you milk, not solid 

food, for you were not yet ready for it. Indeed, you are still not ready.  
1 Peter 2:2-3  Like newborn babies, crave pure spiritual milk, so that by it you may grow up in your salvation, now that you have 

tasted that the Lord is good. (NIV) 
Hebrews 5:11-6:1  We have much to say about this, but it is hard to explain because you are slow to learn. In fact, though by this 

time you ought to be teachers, you need someone to teach you the elementary truths of God's word all over again. You need 
milk, not solid food! Anyone who lives on milk, being still an infant, is not acquainted with the teaching about righteousness. But 
solid food is for the mature, who by constant use have trained themselves to distinguish good from evil. Therefore let us leave 
the elementary teachings about Christ and go on to maturity, not laying again the foundation of repentance from acts that lead 
to death, and of faith in God, (NIV) 

 
II. Serving the educational needs of the children means: 

A. Instructing them in the academic teachings of this world subject to the truth of the holy Scriptures 
(Rom. 11:33-36, 1 Cor 1:25, 1 Cor 1:18). 

 
Romans 11:33-36  Oh, the depth of the riches of the wisdom and knowledge of God! How unsearchable his judgments, and his paths 

beyond tracing out! "Who has known the mind of the Lord? Or who has been his counselor?" "Who has ever given to God, that 
God should repay him?" For from him and through him and to him are all things. To him be the glory forever! Amen. (NIV) 

1 Corinthians 1:25  For the foolishness of God is wiser than man's wisdom, and the weakness of God is stronger than man's 
strength. (NIV) 

1 Corinthians 1:18 For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the 
power of God. (NIV) 
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CHRISTIAN LIFE 

 
CHURCH & SUNDAY SCHOOL ATTENDANCE:  Regular public worship is indeed important. God tells 

us in Hebrews 10:25, “Let us not give up meeting together…but let us encourage one another.” As we 
expect growth in the academic development of our students, so too we expect the spiritual growth of the 
children. This can be done only through the gospel. 

The Lord, and school, expects parents to bring their children to worship opportunities on a regular 
basis. Church attendance is an important part of the lives of our children. Parents can set a good example 
for their children by bringing them to church and by attending divine services with them. Those who are 
members of another congregation may certainly have their children attend their own place of worship. 
Church attendance is taken throughout the school year and is reported regularly to the School Board. Only 
annual perfect church and Sunday school certificates will be given out.  

Continued poor church and Sunday school attendance may result in reduction of tuition assistance if 
applicable.  
 
 Attendance at church when your child’s grade sings is asked of the children of our school who belong 
to Grace Lutheran Church.  Those who have no church home are also asked to join their class in singing.  
If your family belongs to another non-WELS Christian congregation, speak with the principal prior to your 
child singing with their class for church services at Grace. 
 
 Because a confirmation vow is one of the most important promises a person makes to the Lord, and 
because our Savior calls upon us to faithfully worship him, it is expected that those preparing for 
confirmation will be faithful in their church and Sunday school attendance. Confirmands will receive further 
information on this from the pastors.  Confirmation students must meet a 50% church attendance rate in 
order to be considered to be confirmed at Grace Lutheran Church. 
 
 We also strongly encourage all students and their parents to attend Sunday School on Sunday 
morning.  Attendance at our Lutheran Elementary School (LES) is considered in addition to, not a 
replacement for, normal Sunday morning Bible Study. Sunday School lessons are rarely the same as what 
is taught in the LES. Church and Sunday School attendance is taken each week. Regular Sunday school 
attendance helps lead to a good habit of attending bible class following confirmation through adulthood.   
 
 When students attend a Pioneers campout, or other similar sponsored activity, we hold a service with 
the students. This counts as a “yes” to both church attendance and Sunday school attendance. 
 
 Poor church attendance of students could be grounds for not accepting re-enrollment. The School 
Board will work with the Board of Elders in dealing with church attendance issues of member children. If 
church attendance falls below a certain level, letters of encouragement will come from the school 
administration. If church attendance remains low, follow-up visits with the principal and possible School 
Board may follow. None of these are meant to be accusatory or threatening; these letters and meetings are 
meant for encouragement in continuing to be in God’s Word. 
 
SCHOOL DISCIPLINE  PROCEDURES:   Our Father in heaven, showing His great love for all mankind, 
sent His Son to this earth.  His Son, our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, willingly gave His life so that we 
might have salvation.  Out of love for our Savior and out of love for your child’s welfare, we pray that a spirit 
of cooperation will exist between home and school.  

Cooperation between parents and teachers is especially important in the area of discipline.  With proper 
discipline procedures in place and understood by all, you as parents can be assured that your children will 
be in an atmosphere that is both pleasing to you and to our Lord.  
 Teachers are to have clear expectations for their students. The correct application of Law and Gospel, 
sin and grace, and love and forgiveness will motivate the teachers in dealing with the students. If you 
haven’t already done so, you are encouraged to discuss your child’s classroom discipline plan with his/her 
teacher. 
 Our God, speaking through inspired Scripture, requires appropriate discipline of his children.  There are 
many statements and examples to this effect: 
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 Obey your leaders and submit to their authority. They keep watch over you as men who must give an account. Obey them so 
that their work will be a joy, not a burden, for that would be of no advantage to you. (Hebrews 13:17) 
 Do not withhold discipline from a child. (Proverbs 23:13) 
 He who loves [his child] is careful to discipline him. (Proverbs 13:24) 
  
 Our school, based upon the Word of God, also requires that our faculty and parents provide and 
support appropriate discipline. All Called workers are required to correctly apply both law and gospel in their 
daily interactions with the children. Each Grace faculty member has received and accepted a Call that in 
part states: 
 

In extending this call to you we solemnly charge you... to maintain Christian discipline in the 
school...  

 
Furthermore, the congregation, and you as school parents, have vowed: 
 

On our part we solemnly promise . . .     
A. To support your work among us with our prayers and personal assistance; and 
B. To aid you in maintaining the proper Christian discipline. . . . 

 
 Teachers are to be obeyed and respected as the representative of God as shown in the Fourth 
Commandment, where He requires respect for all in authority. Parents should also expect respect shown to 
them and their children from the Called workers. Bearing this in mind, parents should not attempt to excuse 
their children from conforming to any of the rules of our school. 
 We plead that parents refrain from standing in judgment over the disciplinary actions of the school in 
front of their children.  If any misunderstanding or problems should arise in regard to discipline, we expect 
that parents will discuss them with the teachers in a manner that is pleasing to the Lord, following Matthew 
18. 

The following is our core beliefs that tie into our school’s mission statement and objectives: 
 

Guide for Disciplinary Action 
1. Serve our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ in all we think, say, and do. 
 
2. Misbehavior will be viewed as opportunities to grow spiritually and will be handled with natural and 

logical consequences instead of punishment when possible; application of Law (correction) and 
Gospel (forgiveness) along with prayer will be used. 

 
3. Every attempt will be made to maintain the dignity and self-respect as a child of God of each 

student, parent, and teacher. 
 
4. Students will be guided and expected to solve their problems without creating problems for anyone 

else. 
 
5. Students will be given opportunities to make age appropriate decisions and live with the 

consequences. 
 
6. Students are encouraged to request a conference with their teacher (or principal) whenever 

consequences appear to be unfair. 
 
NOTIFICATION - PROBATION – DETENTION- SUSPENSION - EXPULSION PROCEDURES 
 
A. Notification  Procedure 
 In the event of difficulties, the teacher will inform the parents of inappropriate behavior or lack of 

schoolwork satisfactorily completed. 
 
B. Probation Procedure 

1. If your child is repetitive in inappropriate behavior or lack of schoolwork satisfactorily completed, 
your child may be placed on probation for a specified period of time. The principal will inform the 
parents concerning the conditions of probation. 
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2. If during the period of probation the desired results are not evident in the child, suspension 
procedures will take place. 

3. If a problem of a serious nature arises, probation procedures will be set aside and suspension 
procedures will begin. 

 
C.  Detention Procedure 

1. The principal will be the final authority on whether or not a detention will be given.  Detentions will 
be given by teachers following a three-check policy.  Everyday, the children come in with a clean-
slate. 

a. First Check – Classroom/School rules have been broken or homework not completed. 
(Individual teacher will set consequence) 

b. Second Check – Classroom/School rules have been broken or homework not completed.  
(Individual teacher will set consequence) 

c. Third Check – An automatic detention after school the following day for 45 minutes.  The 
teacher issuing the detention will contact parents and let them know that the student will 
serve detention (regardless of after-school activities) the following school day. 

d. Fourth Check – The students will be sent home for the remainder of the school day and will 
serve a detention the next day. 

2. Three detentions per semester will result in an automatic one-day suspension.  Any time a student 
is suspended twice, the parents must meet with the Board of Education to discuss how the 
behavior or work-habits will change. 

 
C. Suspension Procedure 

1. A child may be suspended from school for inappropriate behavior and/or poor study habits if 
repeated efforts to correct these habits have no effect.  The principal will inform the parents prior to 
the child being sent home. 

2. If a child is sent home on such offenses more than twice, the first step of expulsion is in order.  (If 
the problem is of a serious nature, one or all of the expulsion steps may be applied immediately.) 

 
D. Expulsion Procedure 

First Step - A discussion of the problem by the School Board is followed by a written communication 
from the Chairman of the Board formally indicating the problem.  The letter will also point out the 
following procedure if the problem is not corrected. 

 
Second Step  - A meeting of the parents, the child (part of the time), the School Board, pastor, teacher, 

and principal will take place to try and solve the problem. 
 
Third Step  - The actual expulsion by the School Board takes place.  This step is to be enacted if the 

desired effect does not take place after Step 2 has been followed. 
 
PROCEDURE TO BE FOLLOWED CONCERNING COMPLAINTS: 
 

1. Any question or complaint regarding classroom instruction or procedure should be first channeled 
to the teacher involved. While the principal is always available to discuss this, he will normally direct 
you to set up a meeting with the teacher to discuss the complaint. 

 
2. Following this step, the principal (or principal and teacher) will be happy to meet with the 

complainant if requested. 
 

3. Any questions or complaints regarding school administration should be channeled to the principal. 
 

4. If no agreement can be worked out following the steps above, pastors and/or the School Board will 
be happy to meet with the complainant and/or the teacher.    

 
  Always  use the above steps listed to help define, clarify and resolve an issue before expressing 
discontent publicly at meetings, etc., or in other private settings. (8th Commandment) 
 
 Let us remember to deal with each other in love as the forgiven sinners that we are.  “Be kind and 
compassionate to one another, forgiving each other, just as in Christ God forgave you.”  Eph. 4:32.  We all 
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need to remind ourselves of the Eighth Commandment, which obligates us to defend and speak well of 
everyone we work with remembering to take all words and actions in the kindest possible way. It is 
important that we remember that we are working together as a team for the welfare of our children. 
 
DRESS CODE:  We ask that parents exercise discretion in seeing that their children follow dress code 
standards  at all times; if you know certain clothing is against the dress code, please have your child 
change. We also ask that parents consider the same dress code when helping at school or on field trips. 
The culture we live in unfortunately dictates many of the styles the kids of our world wear. We need 
everyone helping us out with our dress code standards. 
 
Dress Code Standards include a red, white, black, navy or baby blue polo shirt for boys and girls. Previous 
years Grace t-shirts may also be worn on Fridays so long as they are in good condition.  Khaki or navy blue 
pants or shorts for boys and girls.  Khaki or navy blue skirts, or scooters for girls.  Clothing purchased in the 
“School Uniform” department of any of following retail outlets will satisfy the dress code standard:   Wal-
Mart, Target, Sears, J.C. Penney, or Lands End.  Exceptions to the dress code standard  shall be made by 
the Principal.  These may include but are not limited to:  Casual Friday, Spirit Day, etc. 
 
Winter dress code can include Grace sweatshirts or a plain sweatshirt with a dress code appropriate top 
underneath.  Students may not wear sweatshirts with words or logos.  Winter jackets are allowed with 
appropriate polo shirts worn underneath. 
 
Shorts may be worn by pupils in any grade, but the shorts must reach any part of the child's fingers. (NO 
EXCEPTIONS!) Items that are not permitted include, but are not limited to:  pants/shorts with frayed 
bottoms or that are extremely baggy, or hang below the waist-line; clothing with holes in them; bare midriffs, 
tight clothing.  Undergarments are to remain unseen at all times.  Students who have been warned about 
sagging pants will be told to tuck their shirts in and wear a belt for a period of time to be determined by the 
school principal. 
 
Girls may wear earrings, one stud per lower lobe, matching sets, no dangling or hoops for safety.  Boys 
may not wear earrings at school or at any school function.  We ask that hairstyles remain conservative—
outrageous styles or colors are not permitted. For health and safety reasons, “flip-flops”, heelies, and high 
healed shoes (including the lift-type shoes) will not be allowed.  Students need to wear socks with their 
tennis shoes. 
 
Students may not be permitted to attend class with dress code violations. Either a change of clothes will be 
provided to them, or they will remain in the office until the violation in corrected—the absence from class will 
be unexcused. The final decision on whether clothing meets the dress code rests with the principal. 
Consideration will be given for special circumstances.  You are asked to bring any concerns to the principal. 

  
We have this dress code for many reasons, two of which are: 1) the way a student dresses is usually a 
reflection of their attitude; and 2) frequently parents who are interested in possibly enrolling their children 
stop by for a visit. Wouldn’t it be sad that if something they deemed offensive in dress would prevent a child 
of hearing about the love of their Savior Jesus? I Cor 6:12: 12 “Everything is permissible for me”—but 
not everything is beneficial. “Everything is permis sible for me”—but I will not be mastered by 
anything.  
  
After-School Activities:   Our dress code applies to after-school activities sponsored by the school.  The 
only exclusion to this will be changing for mid-week worship services or changing for sporting events into a 
Grace sports uniform.   At all other times, a student must remain in dress-code appropriate clothing until 
they are picked up by their parents.   
 
Graduation : Our dress code applies to students participating in graduation as well, with the inclusion of 
nice dress clothes being allowed. For the graduates, if a student arrives at Graduation in attire that is 
deemed inappropriate by the principal, the student will not be permitted to participate in the graduation 
service. Students may stick to our confirmation guidelines. For the young ladies, please wear a modest 
dress with no off-the-shoulder or spaghetti straps, and consider an appropriate neck-line/length. For the 
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young men, please have a dress shirt (no golf shirts), dress pants (no jeans), and dress shoes (please no 
athletic sneakers)“..whatever you do, do it all for the glory of God.”   
 
Please keep these guidelines in mind when your child sings in church, including the Children’s Christmas 
Service. Sweaters or other similar appropriate clothing may also be worn. Please remember that the 
Children’s Christmas Service is a special service and dressing up is appropriate.  
 
ILLEGAL DRUGS:  For reasons that ought to be obvious, illegal drugs are not permitted on our campus.  
Students who are either using such drugs or have such drugs on their person will be dismissed immediately 
from the campus—either to the custody of their parents/guardians or to the appropriate authorities. 
Appropriate authorities will be notified according to state statutes (such as ARS§13-3411). Future 
enrollment will be determined in a special meeting of the School Board. 
 
VERBAL/WRITTEN THREATS:  To insure the safety of the student body, any and all verbal or written 
threats against a person or persons will be taken very seriously.  Students who either speak or write such 
threats will be dismissed immediately from the campus—either to the custody of their parents/guardians or 
to the appropriate authorities. Future enrollment will be determined in a special meeting of the School 
Board. 
 
WEAPONS:   In light of tragedies in schools throughout our country and the world, lethal weapons are not 
permitted on our campus (including pocket knives).  Students who have weapons on their person or in their 
possession will be dismissed immediately from the campus—either to the custody of their 
parents/guardians or to the appropriate authorities. Future enrollment will be determined in a special 
meeting of the School Board . 

ADMINISTRATION 
 

ENROLLMENT POLICY:  All parents who are members of our church are urged to enroll their children in 
our Lutheran Elementary School according to the policies and practices set down in this handbook. 
 

To enroll, all Kindergarten students should be 5 years old by September 1 of the school year. No new 
student from non-WELS families will be enrolled in classes of 25 or more. The Board of Education will set 
policies and procedures on how to handle class sizes that may go over 25 with more WELS students. 
Provided the necessary space and teaching staff are available at our school, other children may be enrolled 
as follows: 
 

1. Children whose parents are members of another Wisco nsin Synod Lutheran congregation .  
Such children are encouraged to enroll provided that there is a desire for and a commitment to the 
study of God’s Word and the following commitments on the part of parent/guardian: 

  a. Faithful church attendance according to our policy (at the child’s home congregation). 
  b. School tuition payments are kept up-to-date. (cf. Finances in this handbook). 
 
 2. Children whose parents are not members of any churc h (mission). 

Such children are encouraged to enroll provided that there is a desire for and a commitment to the 
study of God’s Word, and parents agree to have their children taught according to our Lutheran 
doctrines. Also required are the following commitments on the part of parent/guardian: 
a. Completion of our pastors’ Adult Information Class by the end of the second year of enrollment. 

(Becoming a member of our congregation is not required). 
  b. Faithful church attendance according to our policy. 

c. School tuition payments are kept up-to-date. (cf. Finances in this handbook).  
d. No new students will be accepted after the beginning of the 2nd semester. 
e. Enrollment is on an annual basis only. 

 
3. Children whose parents are members of other churche s.   

Such children are enrolled on a case-by-case basis. During a meeting with the principal, doctrinal 
differences may be explained. Parents of other Christian churches must agree to have their 
children taught according to our Lutheran doctrines. Also needed is a desire for and a commitment 
to the study of God’s Word and the following commitments on the part of parent/guardian: 
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a. Completion of our pastors’ Adult Information Class by the end of the second year of enrollment. 
(Becoming a member of our congregation is not required). 

b. Faithful church attendance according to our policy (at the child’s home congregation). 
c. School tuition payments are kept up-to-date. (cf. Finances in this handbook). 
d. No new students will be accepted after the beginning of the 2nd semester. 
e. Enrollment is on an annual basis only. 

 
 Grace Lutheran School admits students of any race, color, national and ethnic origin to all the rights, 
privileges, programs, and activities generally accorded or made available to students at the school.  It does 
not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national and ethnic origin in administration of its educational 
policies, admission policies, and athletic and other school administered programs. 
 
 Parents are always welcome to visit Grace Lutheran School at any time.  We encourage parents to 
meet periodically with their child's teacher to monitor the child's progress at school.  The Board of 
Education meetings of Grace Lutheran School are also open to all parents. 
 
ANNUAL CLEAN-UP : All parents are encouraged to help with our annual clean-up to prepare for the 
school year. This takes place the Saturday after registration day in August beginning at 8am. We will be 
cleaning the rooms and other parts of school to prepare for the beginning of the school year. 
 
ATTENDANCE:  

Absence from School:  Pupils should be regular and prompt in attendance.  Written or verbal 
excuses  from the parents are required for absences. Absences with no written or verbal excuse will 
result in an unexcused absence. Pupils are required to make up work missed due to absence within a 
reasonable period after his/her return to school. If you know that your child will be absent from school, 
you must inform your child’s teacher of this absence in advance. If possible, your child’s teacher will 
give you his/her homework ahead of time. It is best to have this homework completed and handed in 
before you leave. In some cases the school may advise against such an absence.  
 When the total of unexcused absences reaches 10 in  a semester, parents will be contacted.   
If this trend continues in the second semester, the students’ enrollment for the following year may be in 
jeopardy.   
 We ask that you schedule doctor’s appointment after school hours whenever possible. If a child 
misses a brief amount of school due to a doctor’s appointment, we will classify it as an excused tardy. If 
the child misses a couple of hours due to a doctor’s appointment, we will classify it as a half-day 
absence.   
  
Tardy:  Being on time for class is important.  Students will not feel rushed, classroom atmosphere will 
not be interrupted, and most importantly students will not miss memory work, devotion, and God’s 
Word being taught.  All students must be in their desk, ready to learn, by the 8:15 bell.  There will be a 
5 minute “Grace” period (we understand there are traffic, trains, and circumstances beyond our 
control).  If they come in after the Grace period, they will receive a tardy.  Please try and schedule all 
appointments for after-school, vacations, and weekends.  If you will be gone at the beginning of a 
school day, the parent should get a note to the teacher in advance.   

1. If a student has 5 unexcused tardies, parents must meet with their child’s teacher. 
2. If a student has 10 unexcused tardies, parents must meet with the school principal. 
3. If a student has 15 unexcused tardies, parents must meet with the School Board. 
4. Three unexcused tardies will be recorded as one unexcused absence. 

 
Perfect Attendance:  Students with perfect school attendance are those that have missed no school 
days (including unexcused Tardy absences). Perfect church attendance are those that have made 
every Sunday and special mid-week worship service. Perfect Sunday school are those that have 
attended each Sunday school class weekly. These students are recognized quarterly and annually.   

 
BACK TO SCHOOL NIGHT : Usually the Monday before school begins we have our annual Back to School 
Night. 6:30pm —new families  to Grace: orientation in the Fellowship Hall.  7:00pm—all families:  meet in 
church and then go into child’s classroom. There will be three 15 minutes sessions with a 5-minute time for 
changing rooms if necessary. During the 15-minute sessions, the teachers will meet with the parents in 
their rooms as a group—basically re-explaining the information that was sent home at the beginning of 
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beginning of summer. Refreshments will be served in the fellowship hall. Board of Education members will 
be asked to help direct people that evening.  
 
BIRTH CERTIFICATE:   Arizona Law requires that persons enrolling a pupil for the first time in a particular 
school must furnish the school with the child's birth certificate or baptismal certificate.  We ask that the 
parents of pupils attending our school for the first time bring the child's birth certificate or baptismal 
certificate on registration day.  We will make a copy of the certificate and return the original to you.  All 
children in grades 2 - 8 who did not attend our school last year are asked to bring their last year's report 
card with them on registration day. This too will be photocopied. 
 
GUM/FOOD:  Gum chewing is not permitted anywhere on our campus.  Students are not permitted to chew 
gum before, during, or after school.  We also ask that parents do not send gum as a classroom treat.  All 
food, including lunches and snacks, are to be consumed only in the student’s room so wrappers and 
leftovers can be properly disposed of in the rooms’ waste-basket.  This includes both before, during and 
after school. 
 
HOME VISITS: All new families to the school will be visited by that student’s teacher. If there is more than 
one student, both teachers should conduct the home visit together. If other parents or the teacher would 
like to have a home visit, one will be scheduled—just call your child’s teacher to set this up. Early in the 
summer you will receive information about the upcoming school year. At “Back to School Night”, you will 
receive more information about the procedures and practices of your child’s classroom as well.  
 
HONOR ROLL: Students in grades 5-8 are eligible to be on the honor roll. Criteria for the quarterly Honor 
Roll is as follows:  B+ average or better, including all core-curricular classes, and Christian conduct.

LEAVING SCHOOL GROUNDS:  Pupils who, for reasons other than going home for lunch or 
emergency, need to leave the school grounds during any time of the school day, must have written 
permission of the parents, as well as the permission of the classroom teacher.  If such permission is 
granted, full responsibility rests with the pupil and the parents. Parents/guardians must sign out their child in 
the office. 
 
MEDICINE: If your child is required to take medicine, you must give your child’s teacher written directions 
for administering the medication. Prescription medication must come in the pharmacy’s bottle and must be 
prescribed for that same child.  
 
PARENT-TEACHER CONFERENCES:  These conferences will be conducted in the fall and spring of the 
school year.  By means of such conferences the parents are able to discuss the progress of their children 
with the individual teachers. The fall conference is required for all to attend at their scheduled times. The 
spring conferences are voluntary, but all are encouraged to set up a time to meet with their child’s teacher. 
 
PRIVATE AFFIDAVIT OF INTENT:  According to Arizona Revised Statute � 15-802, all students attending 
our school need to fill out a private affidavit of intent.  This is done to assure that the children of Arizona are 
receiving formal education.  All students who did not attend our school last year are to fill out such an 
affidavit.  Our secretary is a Notary Public.  There is no charge for notarizing this affidavit. This can be 
taken care of on registration day.  If a student leaves Grace before eighth grade graduation, the parent 
must too fill out a different form – we have these in the office. 
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RADIOS/I-PODS/CELL PHONES : Radios, I-PODS, etc. are to be left at home.  Students may have cell 
phones to be used after school hours (3:15).  These are only to be used for calling parents (not texting 
friends, calling friends, or listening to music).  If any of these devices are found being used by the students, 
it will be taken and kept in the principal’s office until the parent/guardian of the student comes to pick it up. 

 
REGISTRATION DAY:  A scheduled week of registration will be the end of July.  All parents and guardians 
are REQUIRED to come to the school and register their child/children and fill in the various forms which are 
required. Parents may write ONE check for all payments. Registration fees must be paid in full by this day 
to avoid late charges. Check the school calendar for exact date.  If parents do not come on this day, a $50 
late fee will be assessed per child.  Contact the school if you are unable to make the scheduled dates. 
 
SCHOOL HOURS:  Unless you are notified in advance, the normal school day will be from 8:15 AM to 
3:00 PM for grades 1 - 8.  The kindergarten session is from 8:15 AM to 11:30 AM On early release days, 
school dismisses at 11:30 for all grades. The school playground is supervised before school (after 7:50am), 
during the noon hour, and during recesses. We ask that you pick up your children by 3:15pm. Students not 
picked up at 3:15pm will be signed into Extended Care. Once a child is sent to Extended Care, a parent 
MUST sign them out. Parents of students not picked up by 3:15pm may be assessed a fee; students not 
picked up by 3:30pm will be charged.   
 
Extended Care is available both before and after school. See more information under “Finances” section 
below.  
 
SCHOOL OPENING SERVICE:  The school year will begin with a church service (10:30am) the Sunday 
before the first day of school. You are asked to come with your child or children to this service.  Please 
check the school calendar for these dates.   
 
SCHOOL SUPPLIES:  The children of grades 1 - 8 are required to furnish their own supplies such as 
paper, pencils, and crayons.  A list of such supplies can be received from your child’s teacher. Parents are 
asked to send their children with all needed supplies. The school furnishes most supplies for the 
kindergarten class. Please make sure your child has all needed supplies throughout the year. 
 
TESTING PROGRAMS: Grace uses the AIMS Test for grades 4-8. The AIMS test is taken in the spring. All 
students are required to take any testing established by the School Board.  
 

SUPPLEMENTARY EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITIES  
 
COMPUTER PROGRAM:  We have a computer lab set-up in which each class will have an opportunity to 
learn more about computers. All children attending our school will have the opportunity to learn how to 
operate and use a computer as well as take a typing course to learn proper keyboarding skills.   
 
FIELD TRIPS:   Field trips are planned and scheduled by the teachers of the various rooms throughout the 
school year.  Parents are asked to assist with the transportation for the field trips.  The field trips are 
specifically designed for the students of one individual classroom, and we ask that parents do not take 
children from other classrooms on these scheduled field trips. 
 
JUNIOR CHOIR:   Our school also offers a special choir for students in grades 5 – 8. The purpose of this 
choir is to give the students an opportunity to sing religious, secular, popular, and other types of music in 
two and three parts.   Since Jr. Choir sings for church services at Grace, only students whose families will 
attend Grace are to be in this choir. 
 
JUNIOR HAND BELLS:   Our school offers this special group for students in the upper grades—space is 
extremely limited. The group will play for school chapels, church services, concerts and other special 
occasions. If possible, we will also have a beginning hand chime group for students in grades 5-6. Since Jr. 
Handbells plays for church services at Grace, only students whose families will attend Grace are to be in 
this choir. 
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SCHOOL BAND:  The grade school band program is open to students in grades 4-8. More detailed 
information will be given on REGISTRATION DAY, and also at the start of school.  For costs, please see 
finances. 
 
STUDY HALL:   We do offer extended care hours for those who need it. See more information in the 
finances section.  We have supervised playground time beginning at 7:50am.  The Junior High students will 
have a study hall planned into the day. 

EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES  
 

ELIGIBILITY:   Students participating in the competitive sports program and the drama program must 
maintain an acceptable scholastic average.  If a student receives one F or two D's on his report card, he will 
not be permitted to participate in extracurricular activities.  If a student becomes ineligible, his grades will be 
reviewed after 4-1/2 weeks of the new grading period. 
 
DRAMA PROGRAM:   A drama program is available for the students of grades 7 & 8.  Each spring the 
students present a play or musical.  All students participating in the drama program are expected to be in 
attendance at all rehearsals. If the director deems it necessary, students in lower grades may be asked to 
try out.  Any parent who can assist with props, backgrounds, etc. should contact the director. We need your 
help!  
 
SCHOOL ATHLETICS:  In addition to the regularly scheduled physical education classes in all grades, a 
competitive sports program is carried on with other Lutheran schools.  The program is basically set up for 
grades 5 - 8.  Competitive sports for A-Team girls include track, cross-country, volleyball, basketball, and 
softball.  The program for A-Team boys includes soccer, cross-country, softball, basketball, and track. A-
Team sports are grades 7-8, B-Team sports are grades 5-6. Whether or not we have B-Team sports for 
each of the above is dependent upon whether or not the other schools in our conference have B-Team 
sport’s teams. The athletic director is Mr. Paul Blakely, our sixth grade teacher. 
 One of main purposes for having organized sports is to help teach the skills to be able to play these 
sports, not only in grade school, but also later in life. Trying to do our best and competing to win is a part of 
competitive sports. Not winning “at all costs,” but trying to do your best. Trying to win is part of each game. 
Our coaches will work with each and every child in practices as best they can to try to teach the 
fundamentals to all. Coaches also will do their best to try to get all players in games. Please realize this task 
is extremely difficult when there are large numbers of participants and few spots. Certain accommodations, 
such as suiting up only a certain number of students, may need to be considered. 

   FINANCES 
 

REGISTRATION FEE:  The registration fee for this year is $275 per child. $50 of this must be paid by the 
end of the current school year with pre-registration forms in order to hold your child’s spot for the next year. 
The balance of the registration fee should be paid  during the month of July . If registration is not paid 
in full by or on registration day, it goes up to $325. The registration fees pay the majority of school supplies, 
textbooks and workbooks are supplied.  If school textbooks/workbooks are lost or willfully damaged, a 
charge will be levied for that particular item.  
 The registration fee is a required fee and is classified as tuition for all parents. All families are 
encouraged to pursue the AZ Tuition Tax Credit to help pay for this fee as well as tuition fees. Talk to the 
principal for more details. 
 Registration fees hold your child’s “spot” in class. This is especially important in classes that are at or 
near the maximum enrollment. Those who have not paid, nor have they made alternate arrangements for 
payment, may be bumped for another student. Registration fees are required to be paid before the 
beginning of the school year. If registration fees are not paid, that student is not allowed to attend class. 
Students enrolling during the school year are charged the full registration fee.  
 
EXTENDED CARE: We will be offering before school extended care from 6:45-7:50am for $3. This will be 
billed weekly and needs to be paid within the next week. After school will be offered from 3:00-6:00pm at $3 
per hour. Once in after care, an hour minimum is charged, but then we will bill quarterly hours.  
 If you pick up your child after 6:00pm, there will be a $2 per minute late fee, please be on time! 
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HOT LUNCH PROGRAM:   Grace will offer hot lunch meals to its students.  A calendar will provide you with 
the days that lunches will be provided.  The cost of this meal will be $2.50.  Parents will be notified of the 
menu in advance and will pay in advance.  We can not make refunds on the days that the child is absent 
from school.  These meals will be healthy and will be served by our hot lunch coordinator and volunteers.    

 
MILK PROGRAM:   This year milk will again be available for all children attending our school.  We will offer 
1% white milk or 1% chocolate milk in 1/2 pint cartons.  Cost of the milk will be $5 per month ($3-Aug) or 
$45 for the school year (save a couple $!)   We do not make refunds for the days when a child is absent. 
Late orders for milk (once the month begins) will be $6 instead of $5. Failure to make payment for the 
following month’s milk may result in missing some days until the milk orders catch up with delivery. You will 
receive information as to when this program will start on REGISTRATION DAY. 
 
SCHOOL BAND COSTS:  The yearly cost of lessons for each child is $400 ($40 per month).  These fees 
are added directly to your tuition bill. Band fees cannot be paid for with tax credit money.  Band students 
must also furnish or rent their own instruments. We have some financial assistance for band lessons for 
those who cannot afford the full fee. Talk to the principal for more details. Updated information will be given 
on Registration Day.  
 
SPORTS FEE:  A sports fee is due prior to a student participating on a sports team at Grace.  The cost is 
$7 per sport with a cap of $35 per student and a cap of $50 per family.  Sports that require a sports fee are 
softball, soccer, volleyball, basketball, track, and flag football.  There is no charge for the K-3 track meet or 
4-8 cross country.  The Sports Fee may be paid in full on registration day in August. 
 
TUITION:  Our cost of education is set at $4450 for the 20010-2011 school year.  All families’ tuition is set 
at 100% of the cost of education. 

We strongly encourage parents to learn more about the AZ Tuition Tax Credit

Operating and maintaining a Lutheran Elementary School is a very costly undertaking. The 2010-2011 

cost of education (COE), not including capital costs, is set at $4450 per student.  
 
TUITION AND FEE COLLECTION POLICY:  Upon enrollment of a child at Grace, every family will meet 
with Grace’s office manager and will fill-out a payment plan.  This payment plan must be updated on a 
yearly basis.  Automatic withdrawal from a checking account must be set-up for parents who pay on a 
monthly basis.  Other options are to pay all tuition up front or to make two payments (first in August and 
second in January).   
 
In order to continue to offer a Christian, high-quality education, it is imperative for parents to make good on 
their tuition payment plans and pay all other additional fees.  If at anytime families need to delay a 
payment because of a financial hardship, families are strongly encouraged to contact the school  to 
explain their situation.   
 
Every family will set up a payment schedule with the school’s office manager.  Payment plans will be set 
and must be followed by the families.  If the payment plan is not followed and payments are behind 
schedule, the following will happen: 
 
30 days late – Families will receive a letter from the school notifying them of a missed payment.  Families 
must contact the school or make a payment. 
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60 days late – Families will receive a letter stating that their payment was still late and that it must be paid.  
A 10% late fee will be added to the payment if the parents have not set up a plan and arrangements for 
payment must be made with the school. 
 
90 days late – Families will be notified by phone call that their child(ren) will be unable to attend Grace 
Lutheran School until a payment is made and an arrangement is made so that late payments will not 
happen again.   
 
Steps to follow if families must stop or hold a pay ment : 
If these steps are followed, Grace will not begin the process above.   
 
Families must contact the school at least three days prior to the payment’s due date.  We will hold a 
payment for thirty days.  This payment will then be added to the total due unless other arrangements are 
made by the school. 
 
If parents need to change their payment plan, arrangements must be approved by the school principal in 
consultation with the office manager.   
  
Withdraw of a Child with a Balance Due 
Grace will not transfer the child’s records until full payment is made or a payment plan is established with 
the school principal in consultation with the office manager.   
If a family leaves with a balance due and withdraws their child(ren) from Grace, Grace will be forced to use 
an outside company to collect the tuition or fees if a payment plan is not established.  This is not the desire 
of Grace, but this must happen in order for us to pay for the expenses incurred through a child’s enrollment 
at our school.  
 
Reenrollment with a Balance Due 
Upon re-enrollment of a child at Grace, all past due tuition and fees must be paid or placed into the next 
year’s payment plan.   
 
TUITION ASSISTANCE FORMS: Each year, parents must apply for tuition assistance.  This will be done 
beginning in April for the upcoming school year.  We will cut-off tuition assistance requests by August 1.  
Tuition assistance will be on a first-come/first-serve basis which will also take into consideration need of 
families.  You should contact the principal or school office if you have questions. 623-937-2010, or email:

ADDITIONAL BOOK FEES:   Hymnals, Bibles and catechisms are to be purchased by each student as 
given in the box below and are to be with the student each school day: 

Hymnals – 2nd through 8th grade: $20.00 
Bibles – 3rd through 8th grade: $10.00 

Catechisms – 5th through 8th grades: $17.00 
These books may be purchased or ordered on REGISTRATION DAY. 
 
RETURNED CHECK FEES:  If you have a bounced check, you will need to pay an additional $15 fee. 
 

PUPIL SAFETY AND HEALTH  
 

We are very concerned with your child's safety when arriving or when leaving our school.  In order to 
prevent serious accidents, our Board of Education has adopted the following safety guidelines: 
 
CLOSED CAMPUS:   We have added several security measures to keep our campus more secure during 
the school day. When you arrive on campus, you will need to check in at the office.  We know this creates 
some inconveniences, but the safety of our children is worth any inconvenience.  
 
NO PARKING ZONE:   During the school day you will not be able to park in the majority of our north parking 
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parking lot, as this will be reserved for a recess play area. This area will be marked off with cones – DO 
NOT DRIVE AROUND OR MOVE THE CONES!  Be sure to tell all friends or relatives who may pick up 
your children these rules as well.  
 
DROPPING OFF AND PICKING UP STUDENTS: We understand that space is limited and it is congested 
after school when picking up your child. But the safety of all our children remains a high priority with drop-off 
and picking up of students. NO STUDENT WILL BE ALLOWED TO ENTER INTO THE STREET, LET 
ALONE CROSS THE STREET ANYWHERE OTHER THAN CROSS WALKS when arriving for school or 
when going home. We ask that you use the crosswalks. If your child crosses through the middle of the 
street, he/she MUST be accompanied by an adult. NO DOUBLE PARKING will be allowed. Students must 
wait in the appropriate pick-up area with their teacher until cars have pulled up to the appropriate pick-up 
spots. 
 
Dropping Off: We want all students K-8 to be dropped off in our parking lot on the north (Myrtle). You will 
enter and leave through the gate on the northwest corner of the property. We ask that you use caution and 
drive slowly! As you enter the gate, drive all the way forward to the new church and turn left. Your child 
should exit your vehicle at the sidewalk (please wait until you are close!) You will then pull forward towards 
the wall and turn left to make your way back to the gate. Cones will help mark the driving pattern.  
 
Picking Up: Students in K-4 are picked up on the north side of school in our parking lot. Morning 
Kindergartens are picked up in the same spot as they were dropped off. For the 3pm pick up, please pull in 
the same way, and pick-up your child in front of the church building. 

Students in grades 5-8 will be picked up on the east side of school. If you have a child in both groups, 
you would pick up on the north side. On rainy days, all students will be picked up on the north side – be 
patient and cautious!  

 
Think RIGHT turns: to help ease the flow of traffic, please enter and exit our parking lot with ONLY RIGHT 
hand turns. When people wait to make left hand turns onto or off of Myrtle, traffic is impeded! Thank you for 
your cooperation.  
 
AFTER SCHOOL: Students not participating in sports or other school activities are to go home immediately 
after school is dismissed. If there is a sporting event, all students – regardless of age – must have an adult 
supervising them. During sporting events, no child is allowed to remain on campus without adult 
supervision. Siblings of older students participating in sports will need to be in extended care if they are 
remaining on campus. During games, our playground will be closed to general use.  
 
SCHOOL INSURANCE:   Our church automatically provides accident insurance for all children attending 
our school.  We do ask that parents submit a claim with their own insurance carrier first, and then use our 
carrier to pay whatever is not covered by the parent's insurance. 
 
TRANSPORTING STUDENTS FOR SCHOOL ACTIVITIES:   We require all persons transporting students 
for school activities to provide and use a seat belt for each child they transport.  We also expect all vehicles 
transporting students for school activities to carry at least the minimum insurance required by the state of 
Arizona.  Parents must fill out a drivers’ agreement form and return the required proof of registration and 
insurance.  A copy of a valid drivers’ license is also needed. 

CONTAGIOUS ILLNESSES :  Children should not attend school if any of the following conditions is present: 

1. Vomiting and/or diarrhea during the past 24 hours. 
2. Fever above 100 degrees during the past 24 hours. 
3. An unidentified rash (children with this can not come until rash is gone or a physician diagnosis it as 

noncontagious).  
4. Open sores (minor sores must be covered with a dressing while the child is in school.) 
5. Communicable diseases such as:Chicken pox, common cold, pink eye, influenza, Hepatitis, impetigo, 

lice, strep throat, etc. 
 The principal needs to be contacted immediately if a student appears at school with any of the above 
being true. That student cannot attend class. 
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PARENTS’ and STUDENTS’ RIGHTS  
FAMILY EDUCATIONAL RIGHTS AND PRIVACY ACT (FERPA):   The Family Educational Rights and 
Privacy Act (FERPA) (20 U.S.C. § 1232g; 34 CFR Part 99) is a Federal law that protects the privacy of 
student education records. The law applies to all schools that receive funds under an applicable program of 
the U.S. Department of Education. 

FERPA gives parents certain rights with respect to their children's education records. These rights transfer 
to the student when he or she reaches the age of 18 or attends a school beyond the high school level. 
Students to whom the rights have transferred are "eligible students." 

Parents or eligible students have the right to inspect and review the student's education records maintained 
by the school. Schools are not required to provide copies of records unless, for reasons such as great 
distance, it is impossible for parents or eligible students to review the records. Schools may charge a fee for 
copies. 

Parents or eligible students have the right to request that a school correct records which they believe to be 
inaccurate or misleading. If the school decides not to amend the record, the parent or eligible student then 
has the right to a formal hearing. After the hearing, if the school still decides not to amend the record, the 
parent or eligible student has the right to place a statement with the record setting forth his or her view 
about the contested information. 

Generally, schools must have written permission from the parent or eligible student in order to release any 
information from a student's education record. However, FERPA allows schools to disclose those records, 
without consent, to the following parties or under the following conditions (34 CFR § 99.31): 

·  School officials with legitimate educational interest; 

·  Other schools to which a student is transferring; 

·  Specified officials for audit or evaluation purposes; 

·  Appropriate parties in connection with financial aid to a student; 

·  Organizations conducting certain studies for or on behalf of the school; 

·  Accrediting organizations; 

·  To comply with a judicial order or lawfully issued subpoena;  

·  Appropriate officials in cases of health and safety emergencies; and 

·  State and local authorities, within a juvenile justice system, pursuant to specific State law. 

Schools may disclose, without consent, "directory" information such as a student's name, address, 
telephone number, date and place of birth, honors and awards, and dates of attendance. However, schools 
must tell parents and eligible students about directory information and allow parents and eligible students a 
reasonable amount of time to request that the school not disclose directory information about them. 
Schools must notify parents and eligible students annually of their rights under FERPA. The actual means 
of notification (special letter, inclusion in a PTA bulletin, student handbook, or newspaper article) is left to 
the discretion of each school.
